DISPLACEMENT OF A BOWL AT REST IN THE HEAD
A lead had played an excellent bowl, in the first end, sitting by the jack. ~ The opposing skip kicked the bowl away and w
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explanation and called the umpire.
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ANSWER: A player cannot remove a bowl! from the rink until the head has been determined. The exception is if the bowl is
deemed dead by the players, e.g. a nontoucher rebounding from the bank.

This problem is covered the Law 28.1.4.1 which states that if a bowl is displaced by a player the opponent has the authority to
return the bowl to the place he/she thought was the case before the displacement. Importantly the player creating the displacement
has no say in where the bowl should be returned.

CONCLUSION: The umpire did not think through the issue and took the easy way out, unfortunately using her mouth before her
brain.

DISPLACMENT OF JACK OR TOUCHER IN THE DITCH

The position of a jack in the ditch can only be validly altered if it is moved by a toucher in play, i.e. going into the ditc h or by a
non-toucher while it is partly on the rink and partly hanging over the ditch. The second part of the previous sentence needs
clarification. A bowl, i.e. a non-toucher can be deemed a dead bowl when it is completely outside the rink of play. Inthe case
referred to earlier, a part of the bowl is still on the rink therefore it is a live bowl and can validly move the jack.
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toucher in the ditch it can only be validly moved if it is displaced by a jack or another toucher entering the ditch. Thusi f either the

jack or toucher in the ditch is moved by a non -toucher entering the ditch they must be retuned to its former position by the

opponent. Another important factor is that there cannot be any further touchers once the jack is in the ditch. Thus, in th e case

outlined above when the bowl touched the jack in the ditch, whilst still on the green the bowl is not a toucher.
