In this month’s Bowls Bias, as Games Director, I would like to express my disappointment in club members for the poor response to
entering club championships. Entries have been at record lows. For example "B" Singles had 12 nominations, and we had four forfeits
during the series. Recently Men'’s Triples were called, this event attracted 11 team nominations at the time of closure,.After extending
the time frame one week we received a further 5 team nominations. Generally the response to club championships has been very poor,
and while I understand some members have ‘been there and done that’, the club spirit and competitiveness towards club champion-
ships is sadly lacking in this club. We have 380 members who are eligible to enter the club championship events. Traditionally in the
past club champ's were well patronised. Why not now?

PENNANT SEASON is about to begin, currently we have 4 divisions entered for 2011. Selectors are disappointed in the number of
members who did not nominated for pennants. We received 65 members’ names who want the opportunity to represent PPBC in these
district events. Two years ago we fielded 8 divisions in pennant, this year we are struggling to fill 4 divisions. Does this demonstrate
club spirit and club competitiveness? Games Directors and Assistants and Selectors work tirelessly to provide club members with club
championship events and bowls games entertainment. Surely members can don the PPBC club uniform and proudly represent this Club
in pennant and traditional club championships. In closing this report, I will leave you with the following quote to think about:

"2 This month we will discuss 3 matters from the greens during the past month.
[1]1 START OF AN END -- ROLLING THE JACK. A lead rolls the jack which hits the foot of a player at the head.
“‘ QUESTION: What should happen? The first reaction of players was to place the jack at the “tee”.
ANSWER: [a] If the jack hits a member of the team that delivered the jack the opposing lead should place the mat and
eliver the jack, but should not play first bowl. [b] If the jack hits a member of the opponents team it should be redelivered by the same
player and that player has first bowl.

[2] WHEN IS A BOWL A TOUCHER? The question raised was: II the previous bowl falls onto the jack whilst the next bowl is on its way,
is it a toucher?” Law 24 states that “A bowl ,if after coming to rest falls and touches the jack before the next bowl is delivered is a
toucher.” A bowl is delivered when it has left the hand of the bowler. However, remember that any bowl that makes contact with a jack
in the ditch is not a toucher. In this case I refer to a bowl falling over and into the ditch. If the bowl makes contact with the jack in the
ditch and the bowl stays on the green the bowl is still live but is not a toucher.

[31 HOW LONG TO PLAY MY BOWL? A visitor to our club asked me “Do you rigidly apply the 30 second rule?” Not understanding his
question I sought clarification. He said he was watching a televised Bowls Show when a commentator stated that he was surprised the
umpire did not impose the rule which gives each player 30 seconds to play his/her bowl. I explained to our visitor that there is no such
Law. The Laws of Bowls have been drawn up in the spirit of true sportsmanship therefore a player should play the next bowl without
undue delay. Although there is no defined time to deliver the bowl there are penalties for slow play.

If the umpire feels the player has deliberately committed an act to gain unfair advantage by slow play the umpire will appeal to the Con-
trolling Body who will decide a penalty. In most tournaments the conditions of play will state the immediate penalty to be imposed by
the umpire. Usually the nominated penalty will be declaring the players last bowl dead or, in extreme cases, the infamous 8 shot pen-
alty’ will be imposed.
